WHAT IS AN INTERNSHIP? 

An internship is a credit course which permits students to be 
engaged at least 10-15 hours per week in the Fall and Spring 
semesters and minimum 18 hours per week in the Summer 
semester at the site of an approved participating Internship 
Partnering Organization. The intern is directed in projects 
relating to their majors. In most instances interns are 
compensated.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS 

Although Internship requirements vary across 
majors, general requirements for all students 
include: 
 

 Undergraduate students must have 
attained junior  status (earned 60 
hours) and Graduate students must 
have completed 12 hours prior to 
beginning an internship 
 

 Internships must be approved by the 
faculty member who is responsible for 
overseeing the student through the 
internship period. In most instances, 
approval should be granted the 
semester prior to the internship. 
 

 Successful completion of pre-requisite 
courses (please visit our website for 
additional information) 

 
 

 
Grade Point Average requirements are a 
minimum of 2.0 with the exception of 
Accounting and Finance.  Accounting majors 
are required to have a minimum overall 2.5 GPA 
and 2.2 GPA in Accounting courses; Finance 
majors are required to have a minimum overall 
2.0 GPA and 2.5 GPA in Finance courses.

  for 

Summer, June 15

 Fall, and November 15th 
for Spring). Job description forms can be 
downloaded online. 

 Internship Candidates’ resumes will be 
screened by the College 

 Resumes who have satisfied academic 
requirements will be forwarded to the 
Partnering Company via e-mail 

 The Company will be responsible for 
interviewing and selecting the Intern and 
completing the necessary paperwork
